Big Dog Kennel & Just around
the corner from the Intake
Counter is the entrance to the
Big Dog Kennel area. The
public if encouraged to walk
through these areas
unattended but staff is always
on hand in these areas to
provide assistance and
oversee visitors.

(The yellow sign tells the public
that children must be
accompanied by an adult and
to keep hands out of cages
and encouraging them to ask
for assistance.)




Big Dog Kennel & Thisis a
standard large dog kennel in

this area. Notice Dodi (since
adopted) on her hammock

bed. We have 24 large  kennels
and 12 smaller kennels in this
area. All are equipped with

these beds. The door in the

back actually leads to another
kennel housing another dog.

The clipboard on the kennel
door contains Dod
card with all sorts of useful
informatio n both for the public
and the staff.

Small kennel 8 This is an

the Big Dog Side. We try to
use these for the smaller dogs
or short term housing. We
have 12 of this sized kennel
runs on the Big Dog Side.

Note the blue cli pboard & we
try to use blue for males, pink
for females and clear or

Adoption Row & When you first
enter the Big Do
see a row of 12 kennels. This is
referred to as Adoption Row

as typically all do gs housed on

2| this row are available for

adoption and normally are
those that have been with us
the longest.

Whil e wedre prou
cleanliness of our shelter, this is
not how it looks first thing in

the morning. Just ask our staff.
They do a great j ob getting it

this way.

Stray Side 0 On the other side
of Adoption Row, we have 2
rows of kennels, large and
small. While called the Stray
Side, these will house both
stray and adoptable dogs,
depending on our intake of
animals. The smaller kennels
are on the right.

Note the open doors down
the left side. These kennels
are open while the dogs that
occupy them are out in the
outside runs for a bathroom
break.




Outside Runs @& This is where
the dogs from the Big Dog
Side go for bathroom breaks.
We have 12 large runs, all
covered but with lots of
natural light and one very big
concrete playyard. See next
picture.

Every dog gets out twice per
day for about an hour each
time.

Big Playyard & dogs
that get along and

are healthy, get to
take their bathroom
breaks in the big yard.

Half of it is covered,
and it includes a pool
in good weather, a
firehyrant, a dog
house, lots of toys and
friends.
